	Course

Structure
	1.  The 113-25U10 (R) Signal Support Systems Specialist courses provide reclassification training to Reserve Component personnel on the skills and knowledge required to install, troubleshoot and perform unit level maintenance on the battlefield, manual and automated signal support systems and terminal equipment, deploy and operate dedicated re-transmission stations in a tough, realistic LandWarNet Contemporary Operational Environment (COE) that focuses on technical and tactical skills.  This training consists of the following training conducted by the TASS Battalions and the Regional Training Institutes: 
      a.  113-25U10 (R) Phase 1, Inactive Duty Training (IDT) consists of 149 hours of training on Information Dominance.  The student is provided training on the use of computers and networking.  Due to deployment requirements, units may be allowed to conduct IDT in the ADT mode.

      b.  It is highly recommended that students visit the Army e-Learning website to access and complete the recommended reading assignments in SkillPort prior to attending the highly technical IDT training.  The course manager will be responsible for providing students with the guidance required to complete the training and a copy of the Student Guide Advance Sheet.

     c.  113-25U10 (R) Phase 2, Active Duty Training (ADT) consists of 149 hours of training on the Army Battle Command Systems (ABCS).  There are 14 hours of Capstone/Field Training Exercise (FTX) included as part of ADT training.  Students must complete IDT prior to ADT training.

2.  Courses taught at TASS Battalions will use minimum class size for planning purposes only.  The decision to train with smaller class sizes will be made by the trainer contingent upon resource availability, local commander’s approval, and ability to train to standard.  The leadership will ensure that risk assessments are conducted prior to any training event, and that the decision to decrease the class size does not affect the safety or integrity of the training event.
3.  Student to equipment and instructor to student ratios may be adjusted by the Course Manager to make prudent use of training time.  Training is measured by the student achieving the standard, not time.  Minor revisions to these ratios do not require a waiver from the proponent school.
