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CHIEF MASTER SERGEANT RICK L. SCURRY

Chief Master Sgt. Rick Scurry is the senior enlisted leader of the Nevada Guard and the command chief for the Nevada Air Guard. He is the principle advisor to the adjutant general for all enlisted affairs, including force structure management, leadership development, benefits programs and airman recognition. There are more than 2,500 enlisted Soldiers and Airmen in the Nevada National Guard.
Scurry enlisted in the Nevada Air Guard in March 1980 as a photographic processing specialist in the 192nd Tactical Reconnaissance Squadron in support of the RF-4C aircraft. In July of 1988, he acquired a civil service technician position as a photo processing specialist.  In 1995, he was selected as the shop supervisor as the unit transitioned from the RF-4C into the C-130 aircraft. During the next three years, Scurry deployed 13 times to Howard Air Force Base in Panama as part of the Pacer Coin mission to provide imagery processing, exploitation and dissemination support for the counterdrug mission. In 1999, Scurry attended imagery analyst technical school at Goodfellow Air Force Base, Texas, and subsequently became the supervisor of the imagery analyst shop.
In October, 2001, following the events of 9-11, Scurry was activated and deployed to Ramstein Air Force Base, Germany, in support of the RQ-4A Global Hawk Remotely Piloted Vehicle. This mission marked the first time the aircraft was ever used in combat. During Operation Enduring Freedom, Scurry was the operations superintendent for missions flown over Afghanistan that provided actionable imagery intelligence to allied ground forces engaged in combat operations against Taliban and Al-Qaeda forces. He remained on active duty for three years and served at Beale Air Force Base, Calif., and at the Nevada Air Guard Base in Reno. In Reno, his unit supported Operation Iraqi Freedom. In January 2002, Scurry was promoted to the rank of chief master sergeant and assumed the position of squadron superintendent. He was instrumental in the acquisition of military construction funding for a new 36,000 square-foot building that was completed in October 2008. Scurry has also been involved with negotiations for the current labor agreement, the Nevada Air National Guard Strategic Plan and the Governor’s Blue Ribbon Panel.  In June 2009, Scurry became the eighth Command Chief Master Sergeant of the Nevada Air National Guard. Scurry succeeded Command Sgt. Maj. Stephen Sitton as the Nevada Guard’s senior enlisted leader in 2013.
