PETROLEUM-CONTAMINATED SOIL AND ABSORBENT DISPOSAL PROCEDURES
	ATTENTION! 

	· DO NOT handle waste unless you have been trained or are supervised by trained personnel.

· To determine if the material absorbed is hazardous, check the Waste Protocol Sheet (WPS) of the item absorbed. If the material is not listed in a WPS or contact the EMO. Keep a running list of these items for future reference.

· This WPS applies only to petroleum-contaminated soil and absorbent (kitty litter).

· DO NOT mix absorbents that are contaminated with non-hazardous materials with absorbents contaminated with hazardous materials.

· DO NOT mix fibrous petroleum-contaminated debris (rags, socks, pillows) with soil and absorbent.

· DO NOT eat, drink, or smoke while handling waste. Always wash skin with soap and water after handling waste.

	Select an Approved Container

	1. Approved Container: Small Amounts- Clear Plastic Trash Bag(s). Large Amounts DOT-rated 55-gallon open-head or other appropriately sized container.

Inspect container for dents, bulges, or excessive corrosion.

Check the SAP or HW Building– Has a container already been established for your waste? If NO, continue to Step 2. If YES, go to Step 3.

	Prepare and Label the Container 

	1. Use tape or adhesive to attach a clear plastic bag (such as a one-gallon “Ziploc™” bag) to the container. Insert the Waste Accumulation Inventory Log into the bag.

2. Complete and attach a Non-Hazardous Waste sticker to the side of the container.
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	3 
	Put Waste in the Container 

	1. Wear the proper Personal Protective Equipment listed on the absorbed product’s MSDS.

2. Open the container slowly, keeping your head/face clear of the opening.

3. Add the soil and/or absorbent to the drum.

4. Document the amount of material added on the Waste Accumulation Inventory Log IAW procedures in the Adding Waste to the Container section in Chapter 3 of the HWMP.

SPILL RESPONSE-QUICK REFERENCE CARD FOR TRAINING SITES AND ALONG THE HIGHWAY 
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APPLICABILITY

This document is a Spill Response-Quick Reference Guide designed to address typical potential spill situations related to training and convoy activities and discuss spill prevention and response contingencies.  

The purpose of this Quick Reference Card is to establish procedures for preventing and responding to discharges that may occur from ARNG-owned vehicles and equipment at training sites or along the highway.  This card is based on guidance from the Clean Water Act and outlines procedures and contact information for responding to and reporting both incidental and emergency spills. 


 
SPILL RESPONSE

Individuals discovering a spill are responsible for providing initial defensive actions without undue risk of personal injury. Always remember personal safety is the first priority in spill response. Each spill or release can be unique; the following actions should be taken immediately upon discovery of a spill, and in the proper order to reduce safety, health and environmental risks. These actions must be implemented regardless of the location of the spill (armory, motor pool, training area or during road movements). 
INCIDENTAL SPILL RESPONSE 

(Small spills that can be controlled at time of release by personnel and equipment in the immediate area)

[  ] 1. Only qualified and trained personnel should engage in spill response and cleanup operations.

[  ] 2. If necessary, evacuate all personnel to a safe distance uphill/upwind of the spill.

[  ] 3. Secure the area.

[  ] 4. Turn off all sources of ignition without placing yourself at risk of injury.

[  ] 5. Stop the source of the spill if possible by: 
· Stand the overturned drum/container upright;
· Tilt a leaking drum to prevent leakage;
· Place non-metallic, spark resistant plug in the hole of the drum/container;
· Close appropriate valves or shut off pumps;
· Place drip pan or other secondary containment under leak.

[  ] 6. Prevent spill from entering surface water, storm water or sewer systems. Use a spill kit or other available resources to envelop the spill.  Stop or slow the spread of the spill by diking or diverting the flow to a natural pit for containment and clean up.

[  ] 7. Avoid using metal shovels or rakes, or other equipment that may cause a spark when flammable substances are present.
[  ] 8. Absorb or accumulate the spill using a dry sweep, absorbent socks, pads, or soil.

[  ] 9. Place all residue and related waste into a DOT-approved container, separating liquids from solids.  Small spills may be collected in poly bags found in the vehicle spill kit.  Label and date the container to identify its contents.

[  ] 10. Notify the Nevada Army National Guard Logistics Defense Movement Coordinator, Environmental Office, Staff Duty Officer, and the Unit Commander

[  ] 11. Complete the Spill Incident Report and submit it to the Nevada Army National Guard Environmental Office within 24 hours.  An example of the form is provided on the back of this document and can be photocopied for use if printed copies are unavailable.

[  ] 12. Accumulated rain water in berms should be visually examined for the presence of oil residues.  Such residues should be removed through the use of hydrocarbon sorbents prior to discharge of water to the ground.
[  ] 13. Notify the National Guard Environmental Office immediately if a spill occurs in surface water or groundwater (NAC 445A.347). 


EMERGENCY SPILL RESPONSE 

(Spill is large and cannot be controlled by personnel without undue risk of personal injury).
[  ] 1. Stop the flow only if absolutely safe to do so.  Do not otherwise attempt to mitigate the spill.

[  ] 2. Evacuate all personnel to a safe distance uphill/upwind of the spill.

[  ] 3. Secure the area and immediately notify the local fire department or other authority by dialing 911.

[  ] 4. Be prepared to provide the following information:

· Your name;
· Location and time of the spill;
· Substance spilled and amount;
· Number of any injured/expose/contaminated personnel and nature of injuries;
· Amount stored and estimated rate at which substance is spilling.
[  ] 5. When the fire department or emergency spill response arrives, make yourself available to the Senior Official in Charge.
[  ] 6. Notify the Nevada Army National Guard Logistics Defense Movement Coordinator, Environmental Office, Staff Duty Officer, and the Unit Commander.
[  ] 7. Complete the Spill Incident Report and submit it to the Nevada Army National Guard Environmental Management Office within 24 hours.  An example is provided with this document and can be photocopied for use. If the spill is on water, notify Environmental Management Office immediately. 
Remember:  A timely response to a spill is critical! How you respond depends on whether the spill is an emergency or an incidental release.  Emergency spills are those that CANNOT be absorbed or otherwise controlled at the time of release by personnel and equipment in the immediate release area.
