ASSET INVENTORY

The ARNG uses a variety of mobile fuel tank trucks for carrying out assigned military operations.  Tank capacity for mobile fuel tank trucks ranges from 600 gallons to 9,000 gallons.  All mobile fuel assets are single-wall construction without built-in secondary containment. Fuel used by the ARNG is either No. 2 diesel fuel or JP-8 fuel.  The flash point for both is greater than 100 ºF. Units use mobile fuel assets to support field activities including training exercises and community support activities
Note: The practice of storing fuel in tanker trucks and trailers for dispensing fuel at NVARNG Facilities is strongly discouraged by NGB – See Army National Guard Mobile Fuel Tanker Policy, Dated Oct 24, 2007.  If fuel storage is conducted in MFT’s, the activity is subject to the SPCC regulations found in 40 CFR 112 including secondary containment & inspection requirements.

OIL SPILL PREVENTION AND CONTINGENCY PLAN (OSPCP) MOBILE FUEL TANKERS 

May 2011
APPLICABILITY

Mobile Fuel Tankers (MFTs) are used by the Army National Guard (ARNG) for a variety of transportation related purposes. This document is an Oil Spill Prevention and Contingency Plan (OSPCP) designated to address typical potential spill situations related to mobile units and discuss spill prevention and response contingencies.  

The purpose of this OSPCP is to establish procedures for preventing and responding to discharges that may occur from ARNG-owned MFTs.  This OSPCP is based on guidance from the Clean Water Act and has been developed in accordance with DOT regulations (49 CFR 130, 177, 397).  This plan provides guidance for transporting fuel, conducting refueling operations, transferring fuel, and parking as well as spill prevention, incidental and emergency spill response and contacts. The practices listed here do not replace the requirements of the vehicle’s Technical Manual.

STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURES

PRIOR TO TRANSPORTING FUEL

[  ] 1. Ensure that you have a current license to operate the assigned MFT.

[  ] 2. Ensure that the DOT-required hazardous material (HAZMAT) tanker and safety training is current.  (DD Form 1902 may be used to verify certification.

[  ] 3. Ensure that the fuel is compatible with the MFT.

[  ] 4. Inspect refueling equipment.  IAW DOT and vehicle PMCS Checklist

[  ] 5. Prepare DD Form 626 (Vehicle Inspection Form).  DD Form 836 (Dangerous Goods Shipping Paper), and all other transportation documentation

[  ] 6. Insure that MFT has a complete spill kit, and preferably a full-sized fold-out berm and small fold-out berm.

[  ] 7. Prepare placards for the fuel tank.

Placard requirements per the Emergency Response Guidebook and/or 49 CFR 172.302 – A placard must be displayed on each side and each end of the fuel tank or truck.  UN and NA ID Numbers must match that of the fuel supplier.  All MFTs must be marked “FLAMMABLE” in block letters that measure 6 inches high, and “NO SMOKING WITHIN 50 FEET” in block letters that measure 3 inches high directly under the word “FLAMMABLE.”

LOCATING YOUR REFUELING SITE

[  ] 1. Tactical refueling areas should be established IAW FM 10-67-1 and:

[  ] 2. Consider safety and the environment when selecting the refueling location.

[  ] 3. Locate the site AWAY from environmentally sensitive areas.  

[  ] 4. Ensure that the refueling site is NOT within 300 feet of any of the following:

· Ditches, drainage swales, streams, lakes, or other water bodies

· Drinking water or other water supply wells

· Wetlands and/or animal habitats

· Living, dining, and high traffic areas

· Ammunition storage areas

[  ] 5. Do not park MFT closer than 300 feet from any open fire or heater.

[  ] 6. Select a site where the fuel truck can be parked on a flat, impervious surface such as concrete or asphalt pavement or choose a site that will direct a spill into a natural pit for temporary containment and easy cleanup.

[  ] 7. Make sure the area is clear of debris (shrubs, rocks, tree limbs, or equipment).

[  ] 8. Make sure the site is accessible and large enough to handle the expected volume of traffic including a waiting area for vehicles to be refueled.

SETTING UP THE REFUELING SITE

[  ] 1. Mark the perimeter of the site with signs that can be read from 50 feet.  Post signs as per FM 10-67-1 and FORSCOM requirements for aviation operations.  Other signs should say:”FLAMMABLE” AND “NO SMOKING WITHIN 50 FEET”.

[  ] 2. When possible, use the natural terrain to direct potential spills to plastic lined pits or berms.  Check for local dig restrictions prior to constructing a containment site.

[  ] 3. Establish grounding station.

 
PRACTICE SPILL PREVENTION

Handling fuel can be very dangerous.  Improper handling can result in spills, fires and explosions.  Before fuel transfer operations, review the following precautions to minimize spills and hazards.  

[  ] 1. Eliminate hazards and keep area free of equipment, tools, lumber, debris or objects that may cause accidents.

[  ] 2. Keep refueling equipment and supplies in good working condition.

[  ] 3. Replace worn or broken parts immediately.

[  ] 4. Watch for and prevent:

· High pressure line breaks

· Loose or broken fittings or valves

· Supply or vent line ruptures

· Vehicle accidents

· Overfilling

WHEN TRANSFERRING FUEL

[  ] 1. MFTs must be operated in accordance with their applicable Technical Manuals.  Personnel conducting refueling must have the minimum required training and qualifications, including but not limited to:

· Know fuel hazards and emergency procedures.

· Know how to use the required personal protective equipment (PPE).

[  ] 2. Is authorized and able to move the vehicle used in refueling.

[  ] 3. Check all drains, outlets, valves, lines, fittings, issue/receiving points, and around the tank area for leaks before, during, and after all fueling operations.

[  ] 4. Ensure that the vehicle is turned off and that no one remains in it during refueling or other fuel transfer operations.  The only exception is during aviation HOT REFUELING operations.

[  ] 5. Where available, place small portable fold-out berms under the receiving vehicle fuel tank to capture spills.

[  ] 6. Carefully open hatches, vents, and valves, as pressure may have built up within the system.  

[  ] 7. Ensure that the fuel attendant stays within reach of the emergency shut-off and keeps an unobstructed view of the hoses, connections, and the vehicle being refueled.

[  ] 8. Never perform refueling or fuel transfer operations when electrical storms threaten or are close enough to pose a hazard.

[  ] 9. Provide a positive means to load a predetermined quantity of fuel and/or visually monitor the filling of tank vehicles through the top hatch when bottom-loading a vehicle.  Use one person on the top and one operating the filling equipment.

[  ] 10. Leave approximately 10% headspace outage in every flammable or combustible liquid tank or compartment for content expansion when temperatures rise.

WHEN PARKING

[  ] 1. Park in designated MFT parking areas, away from all overhead lines. 

[  ] 2. Do not park the MFT on or within 10 feet of the traveled portion of a public street or highway, except when absolutely necessary.

[  ] 3. Block the wheels with chocks.

[  ] 4. Display placards of the appropriate type.  Placards must remain on the vehicle unless it is cleaned and issued a certificate by proper authority of ALL residual matter (purged or triple rinsed).

[  ] 5. Connect the required grounding and bonding wires for the vehicle or tank.

[  ] 6. MFTs in “transport” status fall under Department of Transportation (DOT) regulations.  MFTs should carry only the necessary volume for distribution during the convoy so that the MFT is returned empty, unless operational requirements dictate otherwise.

[  ] 7. If parking with fuel in the tank, check with your supervisor or Unit Environmental Compliance Officer for additional guidance.


SPILL RESPONSE

Remember:  A timely response to a spill is critical.  How you respond depends on whether the spill is an emergency or an incidental release.  Emergency spills are those that CANNOT be absorbed or otherwise controlled at the time of release by personnel and equipment in the immediate release area.

INCIDENTAL SPILL RELEASE

[  ] 1. Only qualified and trained personnel should engage in spill response and cleanup operations.

[  ] 2. If necessary, evacuate all personnel to a safe distance uphill/upwind of the spill.

[  ] 3. Secure the area.

[  ] 4. Remove the source and turn off sources of ignition while wearing proper personal protective equipment (PPE) and without placing yourself at risk of injury, attempt to stop the source by closing valve or shutting off pumps.

[  ] 5. Using the spill kit maintained on the MFT, envelop the spill.  Stop or slow the spread of the spill by diking or diverting the flow to a natural pit for containment and clean up.

[  ] 6. Absorb or accumulate the spill using a dry sweep, absorbent socks, pads, or soil.  Avoid using metal shovels or rakes, or other equipment that may cause a spark.

[  ] 7. Place all residue and related waste into a DOT-approved container, separating liquids from solids.  Small spills may be collected in poly bags found in the vehicle spill kit.  Label and date the container to identify its contents.

[  ] 8. Notify the Nevada Army National Guard Logistics Defense Movement Coordinator, Environmental Office, Staff Duty Officer, and the Unit Commander

[  ] 9. Complete the Spill Incident Report and submit it to the Nevada Army National Guard Environmental Office within 72 hours.  An example of the form is provided on the back of this document and can be photocopied for use if printed copies are unavailable.

[  ] 10. Accumulated rain water in berms should be visually examined for the presence of oil residues.  Such residues should be removed through the use of hydrocarbon sorbents prior to discharge of water to the ground.

EMERGENCY SPILL RESPONSE

[  ] 1. Stop the flow only if absolutely safe to do so.  Do not otherwise attempt to mitigate the spill.

[  ] 2. Evacuate all personnel to a safe distance uphill/upwind of the spill.

[  ] 3. Secure the area and immediately notify the local fire department or other authority by dialing 911.

[  ] 4. Be prepared to provide the following information:

· Your name

· Location and time of the spill

· Substance spilled and amount

· Number of any injured/expose/contaminated personnel and nature of injuries

· Amount stored and estimated rate at which substance is spilling.
[  ] 5. When the fire department or emergency spill response arrives, make yourself available to the Senior Official in Charge.
[  ] 6. Notify the Nevada Army National Guard Logistics Defense Movement Coordinator, Environmental Office, Staff Duty Officer, and the Unit Commander.
[  ] 7. Complete the Spill Incident Report and submit it to the Nevada Army National Guard Environmental Office within 72 hours.  An example is provided on the back of this document and can be photocopied for use.

      [  ] 8.      If the spill is in surface or ground water, Nevada Division of Environmental
                    Protection must be notified no later than the end of the working day that   
                    the release/spill occurred. The Environmental Office makes this 
                    notification (NAC 445A.347).  
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
